











Perth & Kinross Council is committed to providing high quality
education in all nursery schools and classes. These guidelines
apply to all admissions for children in Perth & Kinross Council
nursery schools and classes managed by Education &
Children’s Services and should be implemented accordingly.

There are currently 47 nursery classes based in primary schools,
which offer morning or afternoon sessions. A number of full-time
nursery places within local authority managed nurseries are also
available to eligible children on a Council-wide basis. All full-time
nursery places are allocated on a Support for Children and Families
basis and further information is available on page 18. Nursery
classes in Inch View, Luncarty and St Dominic’s primary schools
offer additional childcare provision to pre-school children. Separate
guidance on all aspects of childcare provision within Perth and
Kinross is available from the Childcare Information Service (details
on page 5).

Perth & Kinross Council Education & Children’s Services is also
currently in partnership with 34 partner provider centres to provide
pre-school commissioned education places. These include private
nurseries, playgroups and nursery classes within the private,
voluntary and independent sectors. Further information is available
from the Childcare Information Service (details on page 5).

The Council recognises that families have a variety of different
needs and preferences with regard to pre-school education.
Parents are entitled to apply to any local authority managed nursery
class or partner provider centre for their child’s funded pre-school
place. Application takes place directly at the school or partner
provider centre.

Parents should apply for a funded nursery place each year
irrespective of whether their child currently has a place.

Application forms are available from all schools and partner provider
centres.

Within establishments managed by Perth & Kinross Council, pre-
school education is based on continuous and developmental learning
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experiences where qualified staff plan for effective learning and
teaching. Parents are encouraged to make maximum use of this
provision.

All providers of government funded pre-school education for 3 and
4 year olds are currently inspected by Social Care and Social Work
Improvement Scotland (known as the Care Inspectorate), and Her
Majesty’s Inspectorate (HMI), part of Education Scotland. The staff
follow national guidelines for the education of children aged 3-5
years that encourage learning through play and the service must
meet standards laid down by HMI.

Each local authority nursery school and class has a defined locality
which is made up of one or more primary school catchment areas.
Nursery localities are agreed in order to define priorities used in the
allocation of places, and are registered with Education & Children’s
Services. All nurseries managed by Education & Children’s Services
are non-denominational. A place in a nursery class does not give
priority in gaining a place in the same school when enrolling for
Primary 1.

A full list of local authority managed nursery schools and classes,
which includes address, contact number and locality, is given in
Appendix 1.

Partner provider centres establish their own priority categories and
dates for registration. Details of their admission procedures can be
obtained by contacting the individual centre.

making an application

Making an Application for a Pre-School Education Place

Parents can apply for pre-school education places at local authority
nursery schools and classes from Monday 20 February 2012. A
notice will be placed in the local press detailing the relevant dates
and schools and services will be notified in writing at that time.

Eligibility for Pre-School Education Places

Children are eligible to a pre-school education place in the term
after their third birthday. Parents of children who will be five years
old between the start of the school session in August and the end
of December who consider that their child may benefit from a
further year of pre-school education should discuss this with the
Headteacher or partner provider. A referral for a deferred entry
place can then be made. The Council’s Priority Admissions Panel
will make decisions on an individual basis.

Children who will be five years old between January and the last
day of February are entitled to an additional year of funded pre-
school education if their parents decide to delay their entry to
primary school. Further information on delayed or deferred entry is
available from all schools.

Below are details of the groups of children eligible for a pre-school
education place in school session 2012-2013. Please see note
below regarding children who will become 3 years old between

1 September and 31 October.

Deferred Entry

Children living within the Perth & Kinross Council area who will
be five between 15 August 2012 and 28 February 2013 whose
parents have decided to defer entry to primary school, are
eligible to start nursery on 14 August 2012. Further details on
deferred entry are given on page 11 of this booklet.

Pre-School Year
All children in their pre-school year (ie children born between
1 March 2008 and 28 February 2009) are eligible for a
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making an application

pre-school education place at the beginning of the school
session in August 2012.

Ante Pre-School Year

The following table shows the date that children in their ante
pre-school year (ie children born between 1 March 2009 and
28 February 2010) are eligible for a pre-school education place
in school session 2012-2013:

All pre-school education places within nursery schools and classes
managed by Perth & Kinross Council are allocated in accordance
with the Priority Categories shown on pages 12 and 13 of this book.

* Children who become 3 years old between 1 September and
31 October are entitled to access a local authority nursery place
week beginning 5 November 2012, provided no additional staffing
resources are required.

The cut-off date for all children accessing a pre-school education
place in school session 2012-2013 is 28 February 2013. Children
who will be 3 years old after this date will not be eligible for a
pre-school funded place until the start of the next school session
(August 2013).
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The minimum number of sessions will be 3 sessions per week in
one centre only. In the course of the school year, parents who

have opted for less than 5 sessions may wish to apply for an
increase up to the maximum of 5 in the same centre only. In such
circumstances the increase in sessions will be granted provided
resources are available and the new arrangements ensure continuity
of experience for the child. As part of Perth & Kinross Council’s
policy pre-school funding is not split between more than one
provider.

Parents can apply for a place at more than one nursery setting. A
place will, however, only be allocated and funded in one centre,
whether local authority or partner provider nursery. A letter will

be sent out from the school advising parents that a place has

been allocated for their child. Parents should then inform all other
centres to which they have applied so that the child’s name can be
removed from their lists.

A number of full-time places within local authority managed
nurseries are available to eligible children on a Council-wide basis.
All full-time places are allocated on a Support for Children and
Families basis. Further details of this service are given on page 18
of this booklet.

When requesting information or making an application, parents
should be issued with a copy of this Policy and Guidelines
document. Copies of the leaflet ‘A Guide to Pre-School Education
in Perth and Kinross’ will also be available on request from all
schools.

When applying for a place, parents should inform schools of any
issues which may affect their child at nursery eg toileting, any
special dietary requirements, medical issues. This is to enable
appropriate planning to take place and will not affect their child’s
access to a nursery place. Further advice to parents on pre-
school education is contained in the leaflet ‘A Guide to Pre-School
Education in Perth and Kinross’.
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Pre-School registration takes place directly at the school or centre.
Proof of the child’s date of birth and address should be presented
at registration. This must be birth certificate and child benefit book/
letter. Proof of the parent’s residency at the time of application is
also required. This must be Council Tax documentation as this is
used in determining priorities for allocation of places.

Deferred Entry

Parents of children who will be five on or before 14 August 2012
have a duty to educate their child at primary school or make
alternative suitable arrangements for his/her education. Pre-school
education does not constitute primary schooling.

Parents of children who will be five between 15 August 2012 and
the last day of February 2013 have the following options with regard
to when their child commences primary education:

O Parents may send their children to primary school in
August 2012 or defer entry to August 2013, although in
most circumstances it is expected that children who will be
five before 31 December 2012 should move on to primary
school where their needs will be met through an appropriate
curriculum.

O The Council gives parents of children who will be five between
15 August 2012 and 31 December 2012 the option to defer
entry to primary school. The Council’s Referral Panel will
assess the provision of pre-school education places for this
group of children and consideration will be given to requests
on an individual basis. Parents of these children considering
deferring their child’s entry to primary school are advised to
consult with the Headteacher of the chosen nursery school/
class. After discussion the Headteacher will submit the
referral for a deferred entry place to provide an additional year
of pre-school education. The date for the Council’s Referral
Panel for the initial allocation of places for this group of
children is shown on page 6.
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O Children who will be five between 1 January 2013 and the
last day of February 2013 are entitled to an additional year of
funded pre-school education if their parents decide to defer

their entry to primary school.

Separate guidance for parents considering deferred entry is

available from all primary schools.

Allocation of Pre-School Education Places

All places will be allocated in accordance with the Council’s criteria
for admission. Parents of eligible children will be offered a place

by letter and invited to enrol their child. Final enrolment will be
undertaken once the parents have accepted places.

Ballots for the Initial Allocation of Pre-School Education Places

If demand exceeds the available number of places in any priority
category an official ballot will be conducted according to Perth

& Kinross Council Education & Children’s Services Guidelines.

A summary of the ballot guidelines is contained in Appendix 2.
Official ballots for the initial allocation of places will be held on the
same day in all schools.

If an official ballot is required then schools should close registration
on the Friday prior to the ballot. Processing of applications can
then resume immediately after allocation and uptake of places.

Deferred Entry children are not included in official ballots for the
allocation of places. However, if an internal draw is required

to decide the make-up of the morning and afternoon sessions,
Deferred Entry children will be included in the draw. Deferred Entry
places for children living within the Perth & Kinross Council area will
be allocated at the same time as Priority 1 and 2 places ie week
commencing 23 April 2012.

Although deferred entry children will be entitled to a pre-school
place, Headteachers have a responsibility for the allocation of
places for morning and afternoon sessions and will determine the
balance of the places. Where possible all Early Years settings will
have a balance of deferred entry, pre-school and 3 year old children
within the same grouping.

Parental requests for a morning or afternoon session will be
considered, however due to the high demand for morning places
this may not always be possible. Further information on the
allocation of morning and afternoon sessions is outlined on page
15.
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allocation of places

Places that become vacant during the course of the school session
will be allocated according to the criteria. If necessary a ballot will
be held to fill any vacancies.

Allocation of Morning and Afternoon Sessions

Perth & Kinross Council believes that there are sound educational
reasons for promoting mixed age nursery classes so that all Early
Years settings have a balance of deferred entry, pre-school and
three year old children within the same grouping. Therefore it is
important when allocating places that wherever possible there
should be a mix of age groups in a nursery setting.

Headteachers have the responsibility for the allocation of places
for morning and afternoon sessions and will determine the balance
of the places. Where possible, they will take account of parents’
preferences.

However, due to the high demand for morning sessions, it may

be necessary for schools to hold an internal draw of names within

a priority category in order to allocate morning and afternoon
sessions. If this becomes necessary, parents should be advised in
writing and, whenever possible, invited to attend the draw. Deferred
Entry children will be included in an internal draw for morning and
afternoon sessions.

As part of Perth & Kinross Council’s pre-school education policy,
parents should apply each year for a nursery place. Therefore
children allocated a morning place are not guaranteed a place in the
same session the following year.

Information to Parents on Allocation of Places

Standard letters to parents allocating conditional pre-school
education places, signed by Headteachers, will be sent out by all
schools during the same week as outlined in the Timeline on
page 6.
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allocation of places

In addition to information about the type of place offered, this letter
notifies parents that the child will not be finally enrolled into the
place until the reply slip, accepting the place and conditions, has
been signed by the parent and returned to the school.

Once the reply slip has been returned the place is assigned to the
child and parents should enrol the child at the school.

As previously stated, initial applications for nursery takes place in
February each year. Parents of younger 3 year old children who are
not eligible to start nursery until later in the school session, should
be aware that whilst every effort will be made to offer a nursery
place, there is no guarantee that places will be available at the
school of choice.

Wherever possible, parents of younger children who will not be
eligible for a nursery place until the term after their third birthday will
be kept informed of nursery vacancies.

Enrolment

Schools will advise parents by letter of enrolment arrangements.
Schools should enrol children using the Council’s standard
enrolment form as this will ensure that schools hold essential
information on each child. Enrolment takes place at the school
following the school’s induction procedure.

Three year old children who are allocated a pre-school education
place will not necessarily retain this place until they start primary

school. However, they will be guaranteed a place until the end of
the school year. A new application should be made for each year.
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Administration for Nursery Schools and Classes

General

After allocation of all places, each nursery will hold a list of names
for any remaining children in order of priority category. This list of
names will remain open and added to as children apply for a place.
Names should not be removed from lists unless the parent has
agreed or has been notified in advance.

It is important to maintain accurate information for parents on
availability of places. As a result Headteachers will notify the
Schools’ Support Team within Education & Children’s Services of
those children who have registered in February (as soon as the
initial registration period is over) and enrolled on a termly basis.
Headteachers should continue to provide up-to-date information for
the Schools’ Support Team within Education & Children’s Services
via regular returns.

Local authority nursery schools and classes will have the same
number of openings in a school session as agreed for all schools in
the Council. It should be noted that nursery schools and classes
are open to children up to and including the last day of each term.

It is recognised that in the interests of children it may be necessary
to have a phased entry for groups of children. Such phasing
arrangements should ensure that all eligible children are in full
attendance by 30 August 2012.

Nursery sessions should operate within the school’s official opening
and closing times for children where possible.

At all times a full service should be provided, as is the case with
primary and secondary school education. Only in exceptional
circumstances would it be considered necessary to close a nursery
school or class and then only with the approval of the Executive
Director of Education & Children’s Services.
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The staff:pupil ratio in Perth and Kinross nursery schools and
classes will be a minimum of 1 qualified member of staff to 10
children. Nursery schools and classes where children attend two
sessions in one day will have appropriate staffing ratios.

Smaller School Nurseries

In some areas of Perth and Kinross pre-school education may be
provided for smaller groups of up to 10 children. Where it is difficult
to access premises on five days a week, or where children have

to travel long distances, it may be appropriate and necessary to
provide two sessions for a child on one day. Where this happens
the centre will have no more than 3 continuous hours of pre-school
education without a clear rest period.

Withdrawal of Pre-School Education Places

Nursery places may be withdrawn in exceptional circumstances

eg where the parent has not complied with the conditions they
agreed when accepting the place. Places will only be withdrawn
with the approval of the Executive Director of Education &
Children’s Services. If there are other children awaiting a place
then children who are not attending on a regular basis without good
reason, or who have failed to attend nursery school/class for three
weeks consecutively, without the Headteacher being notified, may
have their place withdrawn.

In such circumstances every effort should be made to discuss the
situation with parents before formally terminating the placement.
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Support for Children and Families Places

The Council accepts that there are circumstances which will give
some children priority for admission. Places will be available in
each nursery school or class for this purpose. Full-time as well as
part-time Support for Children and Families places are available to
families.

All full-time places are allocated through the Support for Children
and Families process and are available for children in need on a
Council-wide basis.

Referrals for Support for Children and Families places should be
made on the basis of educational or social need by Headteachers
in consultation with relevant agencies. Such agencies wishing

to submit a referral should note that this should be agreed and
discussed with the Headteacher. The parent’s permission must be
obtained in writing, prior to a referral being submitted.

Agencies making referrals should indicate clearly what their
commitment will be in terms of resources to enable children to
access the pre-school place. The first priority in allocating Support
for Children and Families places will be children with identified
needs.

In order to ensure consistency with the Policy and Guidelines, all
referrals should be made on the Support for Children and Families
Referral Forms for Session 2012-2013.

Guidance on Making a Referral for a Support for Children and
Families Place

On making referrals agencies should take cognisance of the
following statement in Section 93 (4) of the Children Act (Scotland)
1995. The Act refers to a child in need as being in need of care and
attention because:

O the child is unlikely to achieve or maintain, or to have the
opportunity of achieving or maintaining a reasonable standard
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of health or development unless these services are provided
by the Local Authority;

O the child’s health or development is likely significantly to be
impaired or further impaired unless such services are so
provided;

O the child is disabled;

O the child is affected adversely by the disability of any other
person in his/her family;

O the child is looked after by a Local Authority as per Section
17 (6).

In addition, priority places for children in need should take
into account factors in the Code of Practice for the Education
(Additional Support for Learning) (Scotland) Acts 2004 and 2009:

O family and individual circumstances eg disrupted home life,
parental health problems;

O disability or health eg motor or sensory impairment, learning
difficulties;

O social and emotional eg behavioural difficulties;

O families for whom English is an additional language and where
this is causing significant communications difficulties for the
child.

Referral forms, signed by parents, should be submitted to the
appropriate school, who will forward them to the Schools’ Support
Team within Education & Children’s Services. Headteachers are
requested to countersign referral form to indicate their support of
the application. Referral forms should be returned, if possible, prior
to the dates set for the initial allocation decisions, as shown below.

Deferred Entry places for children living within the Perth & Kinross
Council area who will be five between 15 August 2012 and 31
December 2012 whose parents have decided to defer entry to
primary school will also be allocated at this time.

e Deferred Entry places

Support for Children and Families places will be allocated by the
Referral Panel based on the referral form and after discussion with
the appropriate Headteacher and other relevant agencies.

It should be noted that once initial allocations have been made
subsequent referrals and allocations will be dealt with timeously
using the same procedures.

3 year old children who are allocated Support for Children and
Families full-time places may not necessarily retain these until they
start primary school but will be guaranteed places until the end of
the school year. A new referral should be made for each year.

Provision for Younger Children - Crieff Road Pre-School Centre

A number of part-time places are available for children from the age
of two at Crieff Road Pre-School Centre. These will be allocated

as Support for Children and Families places in accordance with

the criteria noted. Registration and enrolment follows the general
guidance as outlined in this document. The staff:child ratio for this
age group will be 1 qualified member of staff to 5 children. For
further information please contact the Centre Manager, Crieff Road
Pre-School Centre, McCallum Court, Fairfield, Perth.

Retention of Unallocated Support for Children and Families
Places

Some nurseries may be asked to retain places indefinitely for
special circumstances. The Schools’ Support Team within
Education & Children’s Services will notify those nurseries involved
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if required and may also approve the release of some unallocated
places to meet demand.

In circumstances where all places have been allocated to meet
demand, it may be necessary when vacancies occur for some
places to revert to Support for Children and Families places. The
Schools’ Support Team within Education & Children’s Services will
notify those involved, if required.

Pre-School Provision at Fairview School

Fairview School is a school for children with long term complex and
multiple support needs. It can make provision for children from

the age of two years. Admission is based on a multi-disciplinary
assessment. Arrangements for attendance are flexible, according
to the child’s and family’s needs, but as in all nurseries, three and
four year olds are entitled to five sessions a week. Before a child is
due to start primary school, discussions take place with the parent
about appropriate primary school placements.

The school likes to augment its specialist provision with a link to a
mainstream nursery for each child in their pre-school year. This is
normally during the child’s pre-school year, but may extend until the
age of six, depending on the child’s learning needs.
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Perth & Kinross Council Education & Children’s Services

Nursery Schools and Classes

Each nursery provision will have a defined locality that may not
be the same as the primary school catchment area. Localities
are agreed and registered with the Schools’ Support Team within
Education & Children’s Services. A place in a nursery class
does not give priority in gaining a place in the same school when
enrolling for Primary 1.

The overall capacity of places in nursery schools and classes is
currently under review. Any changes to the number of places
available will be notified to schools as appropriate.

Summary of Ballot Guidelines for the Allocation of Pre-School

Education Places

The following outlines key points in the ballot procedures. Further
information can be found in the full document Guidance on Ballot
Procedures 2012-2013 available from schools.

O If demand exceeds the available number of places in any of
the priority categories a ballot should be conducted according
to the guidelines. The same process applies to ballot within
any priority category.

O Ballots are held on the same day across the Council.

O Parents should be notified in writing in advance of ballot
procedures and the date of the ballot and should be invited to
attend (by the school).

O Headteachers should ensure that members of the ballot panel
are familiar with all procedures.

O The school should be clear as to how many available spaces
they have before any ballot takes place.

O All eligible children should be placed in the ballot.

O Once ballot slips have been drawn, they should be retained for
future reference.

O There are special circumstances and procedures for balloting
twins, triplets etc. Parents should be made aware of these
prior to the ballot taking place.

O Headteachers should note that deferred entry children will not
be included in any ballot for the allocation of places.

O Requests for a morning or afternoon session will be
considered separately by Headteachers.
