WHO QUALIFIES?  

 

You will qualify if you are of pensionable age 

and/or suffer from a disability, and have a net 

income of less than £200 per week if single or 

£400 per week if a couple. You must also be a 

homeowner or a tenant where the repair is not the 

responsibility of the landlord & live in 

Perthshire.

WHAT IS A SMALL REPAIR?  
 

A small repair helps with one of the following 

categories and must not be the responsibility of 

the landlord: 

 

WELFARE  
 

SAFETY        SECURITY  
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£300 and does not include work to gas 

installations, decoration,   gardening or work to 

outbuildings.  Examples of the types of work to 

the home which qualify include: 

 

JOINERY Replace door locks, 

window frame repairs, 

small kitchen repairs 

 

BUILDERWORK Repairs to front steps, 

patch roughcasting 

 

ROOFING Replace missing slates, 

repair cracked or blocked 

rhones and down pipes 

 

PLUMBING Replace washers on taps, 

fit lever action taps 

 

ELECTRICAL Move or fit new sockets, 

repair or replace security 

lights
