Social Enterprise Development Fund Guidance Notes
This small fund has been made available by Perth & Kinross Council for 2011/12 to assist potential and existing social enterprises in the crucial stages of development. The emphasis is on creating and developing sustainable business with a social aim. We encourage applications from the following groups:

· Individuals and groups looking to start up a business with a social purpose

· Existing social enterprises with a development project

· Charitable organisations looking to bring in revenue through enterprising activities

Applications from existing private companies considering starting a social enterprise arm of their business are also welcome.
The fund offers financial assistance of up to £3,000 total within a 12-month period and covers a variety of costs. Some examples of eligible costs might include: consultancy fees, marketing costs, business training, website creation or development, capital costs (vital equipment), etc, although grant applications should be based on business need, rather than a particular cost category. We reserve the discretion to offer a lesser amount than that applied for. In exceptional circumstances only we may offer a discretionary award increasing the grant amount to a maximum of £5,000. Staged applications are welcome and you can re-apply for further costs as long as you stay within the total amount allowed over the 12-month period from your first application. 
Every application will be considered on its merits and will be subject to the following assessment criteria:

· Is it a viable idea for starting or developing/growing a sustainable social enterprise in Perth and Kinross? Is it aiming for financial independence?
· Has there been sufficient consideration of the market need for the enterprise and its product(s) and/or service(s)?

· Does it propose (or have) an appropriate legal structure?

· How closely does it meet local social and economic needs and priorities?  (You may find it useful to read the PKC Economic Development Strategy available at www.pkc.gov.uk) 
· Do the key people involved have sufficient skills to plan or develop the enterprise?  What plans are in place to address any deficiencies in this area?

· What other assistance can be offered to give the enterprise the best chance of success? For example, is the applicant willing to participate in training, accept professional business advice, etc?

· Is funding already in place through Perth & Kinross Council for this enterprise?  If the enterprise is already funded through PKC please be advised that you might not be eligible for this funding. However, if that is the case it does not preclude you from receiving our assistance and accessing other sources of funding.

Perth & Kinross Council as the funding body has the right to defer or reject your application should you not meet the assessment criteria. The emphasis is on creating and developing sustainable businesses with a social aim.
