PLACECHECK TASTER 

Placecheck is a method of assessing the qualities of a place, showing what improvements are needed and focusing people on working together to achieve them. It requires the minimum of resources and preparation and is ideal for paving the way for community engagement. It attempts to contribute something new by asking a range of questions about the processes of change and the potential for improving the area physically.

The aims of this taster session are

· To introduce the concept of Placecheck to members of the group

· To allow us to consider the benefits of this method for involving the wider community in the same exercise at a later date

· To highlight areas which need improving

· To consider who needs to be involved in the plans for improvement

After a short introduction of Placecheck you will be divided into groups of 4-6 and asked to walk around designated streets in your local area and to note your impressions. Afterwards we will gather together to report your findings.
