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4. Apply for an Award

Eco-Schools Scotland offers three levels of Award. The criteria for these Awards are all based
around the successful implementation of the Seven Elements of the Eco-Schools programme, and
action taken on the Ten Topics:

Bronze Award: Self-assessed, and can be applied for on-line. Valid indefinitely.
Silver Award: Self-assessed, and can be applied for on-line. Valid indefinitely.
Green Flag Award: School submits application form.

Valid for two years.
