Background

Following the review of the Community Planning Partnership in 2013, a new
joint Economy and Lifelong Learning Group was established in the late
autumn of 2013. The group replaces the former separate Community
Planning Economic and Lifelong Learning Partnerships. It is tasked with
delivering the following Community Planning Local Outcomes outlined in the
Single Outcome Agreement:-

e People are Ready for Life and Work
e Thriving, Expanding Economy
e Employment Opportunities for All

The group have held three formal meetings to date, and three workshops to
specifically develop the new Outcome Delivery Plan (ODP) which will assist
us to deliver the SOA outcomes highlighted above.
