PROPOSALS

Financial Statement 2015/16

On the basis of Appendix 1, it is anticipated that a surplus of £740 will be
generated in 2015/16 and that the Fund’s estimated Revenue Account
Balance will be £157,676 at 31 March 2016. The movement from the
projected closing balance of £155,036 reported to this Committee on 7
October 2015 (Report 15/428 refers) reflects the reduced amount of financial
assistance funding approved by Committee at the meeting in line with the
income generated at that date.

2016/17 Budget

The Financial Assistance criteria for the disbursement of Common Good
Funds has been reviewed and will be considered by Committee at this
meeting. The 2016/17 Budget for the Kinross Common Good Fund will be
prepared on the basis of the approved criteria and will be presented to
Committee at the meeting on 18 May 2016.
