Screening Determination for Perth & Kinross Council’s Placemaking

Our understanding from the provided

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guide offers further detail and advice on the 
implementation of Policy 1 from the 
emerging Perth and Kinross Local 
Development Plan. We note that you 
consider that, as the relevant policy has 
been subject to assessment through the 
SEA of the LDP2, significant environmental 
effects as a result of the guidance are 
unlikely. In light of this and the further 
information contained within the screening 
report we agree that the guidance in itself is 
unlikely to have significant effects on the 
historic environment.
