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The Council agreed a two year Procurement Strategy in November 2021. This report
records the procurement activity under that strategy, in the financial year April 2021 to
March 2022 and focusses on the variety of ways in which this activity has supported the
delivery of the Council’s strategic outcomes.

Within the report there is also reference to activity undertaken by the Tayside Procurement
Consortium (TPC) . This was a collaborative model which operated with Angus Council,
Dundee City Council and Tayside Contracts during the reporting period. Since then, in light
of resource and recruitment pressures, the decision was taken by the local authority Chief
Executives to integrate the management of the existing collaborative contracts and the
development of future collaborative opportunities into the work of each Council’s in-house
procurement teams.

The report also provides assurance that the Council’s working practices are meeting the
legislative and regulatory requirements under the Procurement Reform (Scotland) Act 2014
and associated regulations.

Council spend with third parties during 2021/22 was c£270 million. This relates to the
procurement of goods, works and services, services commissioned via arm’s length
organisations (ALEOs) and Tayside Contracts. The figure also includes monies allocated
to support Capital investment decisions taken by the Council.

The table below shows the total spend over the last 4 years. This illustrates a year on year
increase in respect of spend with the exception of the period 2020/21 which was directly
attributable to the COVID-19 pandemic.

1. Introduction

Given the financial challenges facing local government and the wider public sector there is
a greater focus and need for procurement activity to deliver efficiencies and support new
models of service delivery.

Our approved Procurement strateqy recognises that effective, planned procurement is key
to achieving the strategic objectives as set out in the Community and Corporate Plans for
Perth and Kinross and to delivering best value.

During 2021-22 we have continued to focus on how our procurement activity supports the
delivery out agreed strategic outcomes set out below and how we can secure additional
social value from the way in which we work with our supply chain.

e Giving every child the best start in life

Supporting people to lead independent, healthy and active lives
Developing educated, responsible and informed citizens
Creating a safe and sustainable place for future generations
Promoting a prosperous, inclusive and sustainable economy

The new Council was elected in May of this year and a draft Corporate Plan, with refreshed
strategic priorities, is currently subject to public consultation. Following approval of the new
Corporate Plan, the Council’s procurement strategy and activity will be reviewed and
revised to ensure it remains consistent with and supportive of the objectives within the new
plan and subsequent annual reports will be presented in line with the new Corporate Plan
objectives.

2. Vision for procurement

”’To achieve commercial excellence in our procurement activities and ensure that we
deliver Best Value services to the communities of Perth and Kinross and do so in an
effective, efficient, ethical and sustainable way that delivers local economic,
environmental and social benefits”

3. Context

Our approach to procurement is shaped by the complexity of our business and the
landscape in which local government operates which provide the

drivers for change that have informed our strategy. The Scottish Model of Procurement,
shown below, sets high level objectives for all public bodies to consider when working with
supply markets and this is also reflected in our strategic approach.

4. Information on Contracts

Transparency and good governance are key to effective public sector procurement
Perth & Kinross Council ensures visibility to the market of opportunities to bid for public
sector contracts by using the national advertising portal — Public Contracts Scotland. All
Council contract opportunities with a contract value greater than £50,000 are advertised
there. Those contract opportunities with a value lower are advertised using a quick
guotation process through the same portal.

The legal and internal governance requirements for our procurement activity are set out in

legislation and within our Contract Rules and these vary according to the value of the

contract.

. Those above a Regulatory defined threshold must be tendered following the Public
Contracts (Scotland) Regulations 2015.

. Contracts between £50,000 and the Regulatory threshold must follow the
procurement approach as set out in Procurement (Scotland) Reqgulations 2016.

. For contracts valued between £5,000 and £50,000 we will invite quotations from a
minimum of 3 bidders as set out in the Council’s Contract Rules.

Contracting Activity for the period
Each financial year, we publish a Contract Delivery plan derived from the budget planning
process. This plan sets out, in broad terms, the intended procurement work over the

reporting period, and includes some longer-term projects

In 2021/22, the Council spent ¢ £270 million with external parties.
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The 2021/22 Contract Delivery Plan published in November 2021, included an anticipated
151 distinct pieces of procurement work and 115 of these were concluded during the
reporting period. A number were in progress at the end of the financial year and the
remainder are anticipated to be concluded in 2022/23. It is also worth noting that some
budget commitments listed in the Contract Delivery Plan relate to contracts that can be
concluded through use of existing commercial agreements — removing the requirement for
the Council to carry out a full procurement exercise. One such example is the Social Care
Case Management System for the replacement of SWIFT where a mini-competition was
carried out under an existing Scotland Excel framework.

Local Supplier Support

In addition to our transparent approach to the publication of contract opportunities, the
Council also works to support and upskill local businesses to try to ensure they have the
necessary skills and understanding of how best to access and be successful in public
procurement exercises. The Council is an active participant in the Supplier Development
Programme and hosts regular supplier support events throughout the year including a
number in the local area:

e Bespoke, aligned training events aimed at Contractors interested in bidding for the
Housing Term Maintenance framework agreement 2022-2025.

e Meet the Buyer events — PKC support National and Local events, attracting
exhibitors from across the Tayside public sector, as well as large contractors
working in the Tayside area. The events are typically attended by local SMEs and
Supported businesses, generating very positive feedback, along with spin-off one to
one training sessions being provided to individual delegates to assist them in
bidding for future public sector opportunities. The 2021 Supplier Development
Programme took place virtually in June and the PKC virtual stand was visited by 109
Suppliers.

Of the suppliers registered on Public Contracts Scotland (the Scottish national contracts
portal), 826 are registered as being located in Perth and Kinross, a decrease from the
comparative figure of 992 in 2020/21.

Of the suppliers registered on the portal from Perth and Kinross, 97% are defined as small
and medium-sized enterprises (SMES).

To improve the transparency around contracts held by the Council, we also publish a
Contracts Regqister. A searchable format of the Register can be viewed via Public
Contracts Scotland website.

The search functions on Public Contracts Scotland can be used as a data source for
exploring the contracting plans of a wide range of public bodies, including Perth & Kinross
Council. Itis possible to search for specific contracts or themes and the data can also be
downloaded as an Excel spreadsheet or a .csv file.

5. Highlights

The Council’s Procurement Strategy and policies apply to all of the Council’s external
expenditure on goods, services and works. The purpose of each procurement exercise
carried out by the Council should be to deliver outcomes that support one or more of the
Council’s Corporate Plan objectives. The ways in which some of our recently awarded
contracts have contributed to our objectives are described below.

Giving every child the best start in life.
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Working towards transforming the provision of services to children and families

In the reporting period the procurement team supported the tendering of a contract for
Family Mentoring which provides support to families at the earliest stages of need to
reduce the requirement for statutory intervention.

Educated, responsible and informed citizens

The Council’s procurement work supports this corporate objective in a variety of ways:

It supports our Education and Children’s Service to purchase the goods materials and
services needed to operate educational establishments effectively. During this financial
year, work continued in support of Scottish Government 1140 hours Early Learning and
Childcare initiative, PKC currently has contracts in place with 52 partner providers.

The Council continued to support the national Procurement People of Tomorrow
programme. The Procurement Team have supported the placement of Modern
Apprentices over the last few years. All have worked towards SVQ3 level qualifications. In
the reporting period a Graduate trainee was recruited to work within Waste Services
Procurement.

We are also supporting one employee to complete MCIPS qualification (Member of
Chartered Institute of Procurement and Supply). It is expected that this will be completed
during 22/23.

In 2020/21 the procurement team delivered 209 hours of training to 118 employees; and
received 100 hours of training.

Prosperous, sustainable and inclusive economy

Contracts and procurement work by their nature should contribute to the economic health
and socio-economic development of our localities. Throughout the period 2021-22 the
procurement team has supported the development and tendering of contracts to deliver
key infrastructure developments such as:
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Cross Tay Link Road Project (Early Contractor Involvement)

The CTLR is the biggest infrastructure project ever undertaken by Perth & Kinross
Council. It will involve the construction of a new 3-span bridge over the River Tay
and a six kilometre stretch of new carriageway linking the A9 and the A93 to
Blairgowrie and the A94, just north of Scone. It also includes the construction of two
kilometres of realigned dual carriageway on the A9 just north of the Inveralmond
Roundabout.

The delivery of the CTLR is integral to the Council’s development planning and
transport strategies; allowing land-locked areas to be freed up for housing and
employment development as well as improving the local transport network and
traffic flow and reducing journey times. From an active travel perspective, it will
enhance pedestrian and cycle safety and increase network capacity. It will also
significantly reduce traffic congestion and related pollution in Perth city centre.

PKC worked extensively with the Contractor throughout the Early Contractor
Involvement phase to develop a detailed design programme. This phase also
involved commencement of site clearance works, including environmental and
ecological seasonal works.

Low Carbon Transport Hub Broxden

The Hub is an innovative low carbon design at Broxden Park & Ride. The intention of
the Hub is to broaden the range of refuelling activities and transport modes available,
providing sustainable travel options to local residents, businesses and visitors to the
region, thereby providing the opportunity to improve workforce mobility, social
inclusion and environmental impact.

Local Fast Fibre Network

Spanning 19.5km, Perth’s new, end-to-end full fibre network underpins significant
digital infrastructure within the region. The project covers city centre locations,
including educational institutions, council buildings, leisure centres and sheltered
housing, as well as key public buildings such as Perth fire station and the CCTV city
operations centre. The network also stretches out to the north and west of the city,
close to new 5,000-home housing developments and commercial sites.

The Procurement Team are supporting the delivery of the broad range of Council Capital
projects and programmes to ensure that we have the infrastructure in place to better serve
the people of Perth and Kinross

The team has also supported the development and delivery of contracts which are
designed to improve how people experience their local environment. Examples include:

Service, Inspection and Maintenance to Water Suppliers to Sheltered Housing and
Private Water supplier

Payment Card Services

Refurbishment Works and Extension to Letham Community Wellbeing Hub
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Independent, healthy and active lives

Health and Social Care — the procurement team support the procurement of a range of
social care and support services from the private and third sector to ensure that people can
live safely and independently in their own homes for as long as possible.

The Council is currently rolling out the replacement of its existing Social Care Case
Management system. This will provide better quality business information which will shape
and transform the way social work and social care is managed, administered and delivered
across the Council Area and support effective partnership, collaboration and integration
across public sector to improve the overall delivery of care to our clients.

Safe and sustainable place for future generations

Housing — the team have supported Housing Services with their procurement and
contracting activity to make improvements to their housing stock in line with the Strategic
Housing Investment Plan Examples of contracts include window and door replacements,
external insulation, refurbishments and upgrades to heating systems. These
improvements are designed to support Council tenants to reduce their energy consumption
and, in turn, reduce costs in line with Council’s priority objective to help tackle poverty
across the area.

6. Delivering Best Value

Savings

During the reporting period we have seen significant price increases across all categories.
Through our collaborative arrangements with Scotland Excel, we have been able to achieve
some cost reduction through negotiation with suppliers. This will continue to be an area of
focus going forward

The estimated savings reported by Scotland Excel for contracts used by Perth & Kinross
Council for 2021/22 was £265,000. The use of Scotland Excel also delivers non-cashable
benefits in terms of time and staff resources from the Council not having to carry out their
own tendering activity for these particular requirements.
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Community Benefits in Procurement

Community Benefit clauses contribute to the delivery of the sustainable procurement
objectives as set out in our Procurement Strateqy.

The Council has committed to work with local communities and businesses to create a
positive social impact from its contracted spend. As part of its Sustainable Procurement
Policy, the Council asks suppliers to work in partnership to support local communities in a
real and sustainable way.

In previous annual reports, we described the Community Benefits Wish List. During this
reporting period, 34 Wish List requests have been fulfilled. We have also continued to
engage and share our approach across the wider public sector, including Public Health
Scotland, Architecture and Design Scotland, Tay Cities Deal, Economic Development
Association Scotland, Wales Co-operative Society, City of Edinburgh Council, Falkirk
Council, Moray Council and Scottish Borders Council.

Fair Working Practices

The Council is proud to be an accredited Living Wage employer since April 2016. As part
of this accreditation, we made the commitment to develop our understanding of Fair Work
practices, including payment of the Living Wage in our supply chain. To this end, we
include questions on the approach to Fair Work when engaging with prospective suppliers
for services. Where new contracts are formed, bidders are required to provide information
on their approach to Fair Work and the payment of the Living Wage.

During 2021 Scottish Government implemented seven Fair Work First criteria.

To ensure the highest standards of service quality in our Contracts, we expect suppliers to
commit to progressing towards adopting these practices and we reflect these in contract
strategies and tender documents for all Regulated procurements.

Electronic Tools and Process Efficiency

There is a national requirement to undertake all procurement communications with
suppliers digitally. This reduces the cost of doing business for suppliers as well as for the
Council, it also helps shorten payment windows and improve efficiency in managing
performance.

All competitive activities use the national portal Public Contracts Scotland with the intention
that potential suppliers are able to identify contracting opportunities in a single location. The
use of electronic systems and digital tools to support and manage the procurement work is
a source of further efficiency. Tenders are issued through an electronic platform (PCS-
Tender) and all of the tenders issued are managed electronically.

We are now able to offer e-invoicing and procurement card payment options to suppliers
who wish to adopt these methods.

Collaborative Contracts

During this reporting period, in addition to directly procured contracts issued on behalf of the
Council, we also made use of a range of contractual agreements awarded in collaboration
with other bodies.

The Council continues to make significant use of collaborative contracts which are broadly
split into the following three categories:

. those delivered for the whole of the public sector by Scottish Government, Hubco,
Westminster (Crown Commercial Services), and other public sector bodies (Scottish
Procurement Alliance, SCAPE)

. those delivered for the Scottish local authority sector by Scotland Excel

. those delivered primarily for the three Tayside Councils through the Tayside
Procurement Consortium

A significant percentage of Council spend is channelled through Tayside procurement
Consortium Contracts. We are unable to report on the actual percentage due to TPC no
longer being staffed no management information being collated. PKC do not have systems
to allow us to analyse spend by contract.
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Other collaborative spend includes:

Scotland Excel £11,573,047
Hubco £16,253,678
Scottish Procurement Alliance £9,158,207
Procurement For Housing £1,276,543

Value from these collaborative arrangements is promoted through access to the enhanced
buying power of working together with other Councils, either locally or nationally. Robust
benchmarking of prices and costs is undertaken using data on market rates, comparable
projects and internal information on performance.

7. Reporting, Review and Benchmarking Performance

Reporting

Ensuring that procurement performance is reported regularly to an appropriate committee
was highlighted as an essential requirement in the Accounts Commission Report on
Procurement in Councils. The preparation of this Annual Report together with the reporting
of procurement activity through service and financial monitoring reports is intended to meet
this requirement.

Review & Benchmarking

In alternate years, an independent review of the procurement capability takes place. The
Council’'s procurement functions are benchmarked against an assessment tool - the
Procurement Capability and Improvement Programme (PCIP). The assessment requires
the submission of defined range of data and documentation as well as an on-site visit by
the assessors. The PCIP focuses on the policies and procedures driving procurement
performance and more importantly, the results they deliver. The PCIP focusses on four
main elements:

. Leadership and Governance
. Development and Tender

o Contract Management

. Purchasing Processes

There has been no PCIP assessment since 2018 due to the COVID pandemic. The
corporate procurement team are in the process of undertaking a self- assessment exercise
in anticipation of the reintroduction of the formal PCIP assessments sometime during 2023-
24.

As part of the Council’s programme of transformation, an organisation review of strategic
commissioning and procurement is being undertaken to ensure that our model is fit for
purpose, efficient and effective in delivering our strategic outcomes and providing best
value.

During the reporting period, the corporate Procurement Team have experienced significant
resource pressures. Accordingly, officers have had to prioritise ensuring legal compliance
and risk management to the detriment of desired improvement activity. This is a
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recognised issue and measures are in hand both to provide additional internal support to
the Corporate Procurement Team and to facilitate the delivery of the Strategic
Commissioning and Procurement Consolidation Review.

8. Strategy Ownership and Contact details

during the reporting period the Council’s Corporate Procurement Team was part of the
Council’s Finance Division within Corporate & Democratic Services and reported to the
Head of Finance.
