Do’s and Don’t’s

e Do ensure that the system pressure is periodically checked

e Do ensure that you know how to isolate the appliance in an emergency

e Do ensure that you are familiar with the appliance controls

e Do ensure that your installer has completed the appliance log book section
e Do not attempt to remove the appliance casing or gain internal access

e Do not hang clothes etc. over the appliance

e Do not forget to have the appliance serviced annually.

This booklet is an integral part of the appliance. It is therefore necessary to ensure that the booklet is handed to the
person responsible for the property in which the appliance is located/installed. A replacement copy can be obtained
from Vokera customer services.

1.9 APPLIANCE STATUSINDICATORS
Your boiler is equipped with 2 status LED
indicators, the Green LED indicates that the flame
is present, whilst the Red LED indicates the
appliance has detected a fault.

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1.10 DIGITALDISPLAY
The 2-digit digital display will normally show the
current working (outlet) temperature of the boiler,
however in certain circumstances a fault code or
specific characters will be displayed to indicate
thatthe appliance is performing a specific function.

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GETTING STARTED

BEFORE SWITCHING ON

Before switching the appliance on please familiar-

ise yourself with:

o howtoisolate the appliance fromthe gas, water,
and electricity supplies;

e how to check and top-up — if necessary — the
system water pressure;

o the time clock or programmer;

o any external thermostats and their functions;

« the appliance controls.

APPLIANCE CONTROLS (seefig. 1)

The appliance controls are situated on the lower

front of the appliance. The appliance controls

include:

e pressure gauge;

e appliance mode selector;

o temperature selector;

o 2-digit LED display;

o burner ON mode (green);

o faultindicator (red);

o optional integral time clock/programmer (if fit-
ted).

The pressure gauge shows the currentpressure
of your heating system, the gauge should be set
between 1 and 1.5 BAR. When the appliance is
operating the gauge may rise or fall slightly, this is
quite normal. The minimum permissible level for
the safe and efficient operation of the appliance is
0.5BAR. Shouldthe pressure fallbelow 0.5 BAR,
the boiler may lockout.

The appliance mode selector is used to switch
the boiler to the various operating modes:

o OFF/RESET “ (b~

« DHW MODE "X¢
o CH MODE “3”
« CH with PREHEATING MODE

NOTE

The appliance frost protection is active in all of
the above modes.

The temperature selectors can be used to vary
the temperature of the waterthat circulates around
your radiators and the water that flows from your
hotwatertaps. Thetemperature range is adjustable
between 40°C and 80°C forthe central heating, and
between 35°C and 60°C forthe hot water. Moreover
if floor heating mode is selected (by using the
relative jumper), the temperature range for CH
mode can be modified between 20°C and 45°C.

The 2-digit LED display normally shows the
operatingtemperature of the appliance, however it
can also display additional characters or flashing
numbers to signify specific operating modes or
fault codes.

Whenthe statusindicator (Green)islititindicates
that the flame is present and the burner is ON.
When the fault indicator (Red) is lit it indicates
that the appliance has identified a possible fault
and performed a safety lockout.

The integral time clock (when fitted) can be
used to switch the heating on and off at pre-
determined intervals. The integral time clock or
programmer (when fitted) can be usedto switch
the heating and/or hot water on and off at pre-
determinedintervals.

LIGHTING THE BOILER

Ensure the gas and electrical supply to the
boiler are turned on.

Turn the mode selector switch to the ON position.
Whenthereis arequestforheatingorhotwatervia
the time clock or programmer, the boiler will begin
anignition sequence. Whenthe appliance reaches
the set temperature, the burner will go off for a
minimum period of approximately 3 minutes.

When the programmer/time clock or external
thermostats heating request has been satisfied,
the appliance will switch off automatically.

ADJUSTINGTHE HEATING TEMPERATURE
Rotate the temperature selector — clockwise to
increase, counter-clockwise to decrease — to the
desiredtemperature setting. The temperature can
be set from a minimum of 40°C to a maximum of
80°C (if standard CH mode is selected).

ADJUSTINGTHE HOT WATERTEMPERATURE
Rotate the temperature selector — clockwise to
increase, counter-clockwise to decrease —to the
desiredtemperature setting. The temperature can
be set from a minimum of 35°C to a maximum of
60°C. If the temperature at the outlet is still not
sufficiently hot enough, it may be necessary to
reduce the flow of water at the hot water outlet

(tap).

NOTE

If the appliance fails to ignite during the ignition
sequence, itwill enter alockout condition. Should
this occur, please allow a period of at least two
minutes before re-setting the appliance.

HOW TO TOP-UP THE SYSTEM PRESSURE

(fig. 2 & 3)

The system pressure must be checked periodi-

cally to ensure the correct operation of the boiler.

The needle on the gauge should be reading be-

tween 1 and 1.5 BAR when the boiler is in an off

position and has cooled to room temperature. If

the pressure requires ‘topping-up’ use the follow-

ing instructions as a guide.

o Locate the filling valve connections (usually
beneath the boiler, see fig. 2).

o Attach the filling loop to both connections.

o Openthefilling valve slowly untilyou hear water
entering the system.

o Close thefilling valve when the pressure gauge
(on the boiler) reads between 1 and 1.5 BAR.

o Remove the filling loop from the connections.

HOW TO RESET THE APPLIANCE

When the red fault LED is illuminated, the appli-
ance will require to be reset manually. Before
resettingthe boiler, check what actionis required
to be taken, using the information on the fault
code table below. Allow a period of two minutes
to elapse before rotate the mode selector knob
across the OFF/RESET position.

If the appliance requires to be reset frequently, it
may be indicative of a fault, please contact your
installer or Vokera Customer Services for further
advice.

HOW TO SHUT DOWN THE SYSTEM FOR
SHORTPERIODS

The system and boiler can be shut down for short
periods by simply turning the time clock to the off
position. It is also advisable to turn off the main
water supply to the house.

HOWTO SHUT DOWNTHE SYSTEM FOR LONG
PERIODS

Ifthe house is to be left unoccupied for any length
of time —especially during the winter —the system
should be thoroughly drained of all water. The gas,
water, and electricity supply to the house should
also be turned off. For more detailed advice
contact your installer.

HOW TO CARE FOR THE APPLIANCE

Tocleanthe outer casing use only a clean damp
cloth. Do not use any scourers or abrasive
cleaners.

If you suspect a gas leak, turn off the gas supply
atthe gas meterand contact yourinstaller orlocal
gas supplier. If you require further advice please
contact your nearest Vokera office.

4.2 WHAT IF | HAVE FREQUENTLY TO TOP-UP
THE SYSTEM
Ifthe system regularly requires topping-up, it may
be indicative of a leak. Please contact your in-
staller and ask him to inspect the system.

43 WHAT IF THE RESET LIGHT IS ON
Ifthe Red LED lightis illuminated, itindicates that
the boiler has failed to ignite or has detected a
possible fault. When this happens the boiler auto-
matically shuts down and requires to be reset
manually (see 3.2).

SETTING THE VOKERA...

5.1 SETTINGTHEVOKERA MECHANICAL CLOCK
If your boiler has been installed with the Vokera
mechanical clock, it can be used and adjusted as
follows:

OFF

Setting the time

The time of day can be set by grasping the outer edge of the
black dial and turning it in a clockwise direction until the cor-
rect time is in line with the white pointer.

Setting the “switching times”
The “ON” periods are set by sliding the black tappets, adja-
cent to the time periods required, to the outer edge of the dial.

The tappets that remain at the centre of the dial will be the
“OFF” periods.

The smallest switching time (ON or OFF) is 15 minutes.

To select “AUTO” mode move the selector switch in central
position.

To select “ON” mode move the selector switch in the bottom
position.

To select “OFF” mode move the selector switch in the upper
position.
